	Our focus in English this half term is Non-Fiction texts. We will be analysing lots of non-fictional texts before having a go at writing some persuasion as well as a non-chronological report. 
	This half term we will be looking at multiplication and division, where we will be using a column method to work out long multiplication. We will also be exploring decimals and properties of shape.
	In History we will be looking at how the Maya civilisation compared to the Anglo-Saxons. In this unit, we will understand how the Maya’s settled in the rainforest before comparing similarities and differences between Maya and Anglo-Saxon homes? 
	This term our PE sessions will take place on a Monday and Thursday afternoon.  Please can you make sure that any earrings and jewellery are taken out before school as we are unable to do this.  Our focus this half term is gymnastics and net and wall tennis.
	In French, we will be trying to understand the French-speaking world in more detail. In this unit, we will be recognising and responding to directions as well as showing some understanding of French national identity.

	Our extended writing will take place every week. There will also be cross- curricular writing opportunities regularly. 


	In computing, we will be focusing on Online Safety and 3D Modelling. We will have the opportunity to select, use and combine a variety of software to design and create a range of programs, systems and content that accomplish given goals.
