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Our learning this half term will be linked to the enquiry question ‘Who Am I?’ This is our umbrella topic which means it is flexible and we always consider children’s interests to motivate them.

	We will be looking at a range of stories linked to starting school, emotions and seasons. We will begin to extend our oracy skills and vocabulary through singing lots of nursery rhymes as well as learning ‘The Hedgehog Song’ by Lee Mottram. This term we will start to develop our reading and writing skills through our daily phonics lessons.
	P.E. sessions will take place on a Thursday. Children will be expected to arrive at school wearing their P.E kit. Please could you ensure long hair is tied back and jewellery is removed to avoid any accidents. This half term, the children will be developing their fundamental movement skills such as hopping, jumping, running, throwing and catching. In class we will be working hard to develop our finger muscles through lots of fine motor activities.
	This half term we will be focussing on establishing new routines and encouraging children to form positive relationships with staff and peers. Children will talk about lots of different topics during key worker time, particularly discussions around emotions and the importance of personal hygiene. We will also begin our peer massage sessions to help us to feel calm and emotionally prepared to learn.
