

                                      Year Four Autumn 2 Curriculum Overview
	English

	This half term, we are focusing on a narrative unit. The children will be writing their own stories inspired by Rumaysa – A Fairy Tale by Radiya Hafiza. We will explore story structure, character development, and descriptive language to make our writing exciting and engaging.
	During this half term in Maths, we will focus on rounding numbers to the nearest 10, 100, and 1,000. Additionally, we will develop students' understanding of column addition and subtraction with four-digit numbers. We will also explore angles, symmetry, and the properties of shapes.
	In Science this half term, we are focusing on Electricity and Circuits. The children will identify common appliances that operate on electricity and construct simple series circuits. They will learn about the basic components of a circuit, such as cells, wires, bulbs, switches, and buzzers. Throughout the unit, we will also emphasise electrical safety and how to stay safe around electricity.
	In RE, we are focusing on Christianity and exploring the question:
How and why might Christians use the Bible?

	In History this half term, we will be exploring the question: How hard was it to invade and settle in Britain? The children will learn about Britain’s settlement by the Anglo-Saxons and Scots, discovering who they were, why they came, and how they influenced life in Britain.
	In PSHE this half term, we will be exploring Feelings and Emotions—focusing on jealousy and how we can manage our emotions using different strategies. We will also discuss the importance of friendship and how to build positive relationships. Alongside this, the children will be learning basic First Aid, including how to recognise and respond to allergies, choking, and asthma.
	In DT this half term, we will be designing and making our own torches. The children will focus on how to create a working circuit and understand how electrical components function within their design.
	In Music this half term, we will be exploring Rock and Roll. The children will develop an understanding of the history of this genre and learn how it has influenced modern music. They will also have opportunities to play and perform both solo and as part of an ensemble, building confidence and teamwork skills.

	In Computing this half term, we will be focusing on Online Safety and Creating Media – Audio Production. The children will learn how to stay safe and responsible online while developing their digital creativity by recording, editing, and producing their own audio projects.

	In PE this half term, we will be taking part in three activities: Dance – Sparks Might Fly, Invasion Games – Netball, and Swimming. The children will develop coordination, teamwork, and movement skills through dance, build passing and tactical awareness in netball, and improve their swimming technique and confidence in the water while learning essential water safety skills.


	In French lessons this half term, we will be focusing on Portraits. The children will learn vocabulary related to describing people and will begin to understand basic grammar, including the use of feminine and masculine nouns.
