RE 

Our question for this half term is

trust in God?’ We will be studying 

the faith of Judaism. 

Science 

This half term we will be identifying and classifying 

animals. Investigating herbivores, carnivores and 

omnivores.  

PE 

This term our PE sessions will 

take place on Monday mornings 

and Thursday afternoons. 

We will be focusing on: Dance, 

Toy Story and FMS Underarm 

throwing.
